2024 MTEC - URGENT ADVISORY

It is with sincere regret that the Yap State Department of Education advises the need to cancel the
2024 Micronesia Teachers Education Conference (MTEC) due to ongoing extreme drought conditions.

For some time Yap State has been experiencing extreme drought conditions that have severely
diminished fresh water storage supplies and affected crop production. Whilst some rain has fallen due
to passing storms, it has done little to alleviate conditions. NOAA predicts these conditions may
continue through to July and perhaps into August.
